Board Appointment — The Board will be appointing a successor to fill the vacancy
on the Board effective February 2, 2010, as the community developers will be leaving.
The Board is asking for letters of intent. Any member may send a letter by e-mail to
the Association by January 1, 2010. The candidates will be interviewed at the January
6, 2010 Board meeting and the appointment will be announced at the February 3, 2010
meeting. This appointed Director will serve the remainder of the unexpired term

ending July 2011.

Budget - The 2010 Budget was presented by committee chairman Jim Johnson at the
October Budget Meeting. The Budget was ratified by the members. The 2010

Budget assessment will be $250.

Invoices for the 2010 Budget will be mailed to members in March 2010. Members
who choose to make installment payments will be assessed a $5.00 fee for each
installment. As a courtesy, invoice reminders will be sent to members who make

partial payments.

Landscape Company — The Board has renewed the grounds maintenance and
snow removal contract with CoCal Landscape Company for the community
beginning in January. CoCal has been great to work with and has done a
wonderful job with the community maintenance this last year. The Association
Compliance Officer, Fred Skates meets with CoCal on a regular basis in
monitoring the community maintenance. CoCal is responsible for the summer
mowing and weeding of the common areas, and maintenance of the drainage
ditch areas. CoCal has made several upgrades to the sprinkler system this
summer including new sprinkler heads and adjustments at the time clocks in
efforts to achieve the most efficient water usage.

Policy Changes

The Code Enforcement and Procedures policy has been revised and
adopted by St. Vrain Ranch Property Owners Association pursuant to
Colorado Revised Statues and the Bylaws of the Association, at a regular
meeting of the Board of Directors.

The revised policy states the Board of Directors shall have the power

and duty to accept complaints from Members of the Association, or to
issue complaints to Members of the Association; to appoint an
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hear and make decisions regarding violations and written Complaints
filed with the Board, or issued by the Board; and to impose fines or

other sanctions, pursuant to these Policies and Procedures.

The IDM may determine enforcement action on a case by case basis, at a
member hearing, take other actions as may be deemed necessary and
appropriate to assure compliance with the legal documents and the
rules and regulations under the Enforcement Policy and Procedures.
