ARTICLE 5-COVENANT FOR COMMON EXPENSE ASSESSMENTS 

  Section 5.1   Creation of Association Lien and Personal Obligation to Pay Common Expense Assessments.  Declarant, for 

each Property, shall be deemed to covenant and agree, and each Owner, by acceptance of a deed therefore, whether or not 

it shall be so expressed in any such deed or other conveyance, shall be deemed to covenant and agree to pay to the 

Association annual Common Expense Assessments and such other assessments as imposed by the Association.  Such 

assessments, including fees, charges, late charges, attorney fees, fines and interest charged by the Association shall be the 

personal obligation of the Owner of such Property at the time when the assessment or other charges became or fell due.  

The Association annual Common Expense Assessments and such other assessments as imposed by the Association, including 

fees, charges, late charges, attorney fees, fines and interest charged by the Association, shall be a charge on each Property 

and shall be a continuing lien upon the Property against which each such assessment or charge is made.  If any Assessment is 

payable in installments, the full amount of the assessment is a lien from the time the first installment becomes due.  The 

personal obligation to pay any past due sums due the Association shall not pass to a successor in title unless expressly 

assumed by them.  No Owner may become exempt from liability for payment of the Common Expense Assessments by 

waiver of the use or enjoyment of the Common Elements or by abandonment of the Property against which the Common 

Expense Assessments are made.  All Assessments shall be payable in the amounts specified in the levy thereof, and no 

offsets or reduction thereof shall be permitted by any reason including, without limitation, any claim that the Association or 

the Executive Board is not properly exercising its duties and powers under this Declaration.
