2008 Capital 
Improvements Trail 
Project Final Phase is 
complete. The trail 
project was completed 
one year ahead of 
schedule and $22,000 
under budget! The cost 
of the Trail Project 
Final Phase completing 
the remaining portion 
of the trail was 
$108,000. The Trail 
Project was paid for 
thanks to additional 
assessments for capital 
improvements from 
2006, 2007 and 2008, 
in addition to 
recovered fees from 
non-compliant 
foreclosed properties. 
As compliments are 
abundant, a very 
Special Thank You 
goes to a few key 
individuals: George 
Reynolds who handled 
the contract 

negotiations, Jacqueline 
Maldonado, and Fred 
Skates for verifying 
contract adherence.  
We would also like to 
recognize CoCal 
Landscaping; the 
Association has 
received many 
compliments regarding 
the excellent design of 
the trail, timely 
completion and working 
with the Board and 
staff.  Homeowners 
along the trail have also 
commented on CoCal’s 
professionalism during 
the project.

The trail improvements 
consist of landscaping, 
rolled edging, red cedar 
mulch, river and cobble 
rock installed with 
fabric weed barrier.  
Landscaping berms 

were installed with 
elevations ranging 
from 6” to 10” as 
needed.  Fill dirt and 
top soil was added, 
all necessary sprinkler 
modifications were 
made to 
accommodate the 
new perennials and 
shrubs, including 
relocating the above 
ground water 
hydrants to below 
ground enclosures.   
Crusher fine red rock 
walkways were 
installed connecting 
gated areas to the 
Trail.  
Steel edger and rock 
cobble boarder the 
walkways.  Soil 
amenities and ground 
preparation were 
performed prior to 
planting to produce 
substainable planting 
beds.

ARTICLE 2 - 
SECTION 2.1   
MEMBERSHIP 
 
Every person or entity 
who is a record owner 
of a Property which is 
subject to the 
Declaration shall be a 
member of the 
Association.  
Membership shall be 
appurtenant (law a legal 
right or privilege attached 
to a property and 

inherited with it) to and 
may not be separated 
from ownership of any 
Property.  Ownership 
of a Property shall be 
the sole qualification 

for membership.  Each 
member shall be 
allocated votes 
pursuant to the 
Declaration. 
 
SECTION 2.2 - 
SUSPENSION OF 
MEMBER RIGHTS 
 
During any period in 
which a member shall 
be in default in the 
payment of any 
Common Expense 
Assessment levied by 
the Association, the 
voting rights and right 
to use any recreational 
facilities of the 

Community by such 
members shall be 
deemed suspended by 
the Executive Board, 
without notice or 
hearing, until such 
assessment has been 
paid.  Such rights of a 
member may also be 
suspended, after notice 
or hearing, during any 
period of violation or of 
any provision of the 
Declaration, Articles of 
Incorporation, Bylaws 
or Rules and 
Regulations established 
by the Executive Board.
