The 2007 Capital 
Improvements Trail 
Project Phase 1 is 
complete. 

 
The trail improvements 
consist of landscaping, 
rolled edging, red cedar 
mulch, river and cobble 
rock installed with fabric 
weed barrier.  
Landscaping berms were 
installed with elevations 
ranging from 6‖ to 10‖ as 
needed.  Fill dirt and top 
soil was added, all 
necessary sprinkler 
modifications were made 
to accommodate the new 
perennials and shrubs.   
Crusher fine red rock 
walkways were installed 
connecting gated areas to 
the Trail.  
Steel edger and rock 
cobble boarder the 
walkways.  Soil amenities 

and ground preparation 
were performed prior to 
planting to produce a sub 
stainable planting bed.   
The cost of the Trail 
Project Phase 1 which 
completed approximately 
45% of the trail was 
$76,700. There was an 
additional cost of $870.00 
to upgrade existing 
sprinkler lines to 
accommodate the new 
plants.   
 
The Phase 1 completion 
of the Trail Project was 
paid for thanks to your 
additional assessments 
for capital improvements 
from both 2006 and 2007. 

 
In addition, the 
Association prepared a 
grant request submitted to 
the Town of Firestone in 
August of 2006.   

The Town approved the 
grant funding this spring; 

the Association was 
awarded $12,500 to help 
pay the construction costs 
of Phase 1.   
 
Estimates are being 
obtained for the 
completion of the trail 
project.  An evaluation of 
costs to complete the 
project in one or two 
additional phases will be 
included in the 2008 
Budget discussion at the 
October 4

th
 Board 

Meeting.   
 
The Association plans to 
apply for additional grant 
funding to the Town in 
2008.
